· Unit Topic or Theme:  Math

· Grade: 3rd grade
· Lesson Topic or Theme: Adding and subtracting with decimal point. 

· Lesson Objectives: The student will be able to add and subtract with decimal point with the theme of money.  

· Instructional Technique: Students will have an option of working by themselves or with another student.  

· Instructional Materials: worksheet (warm-up), interactive website/ worksheet to go along with it, worksheet (homework) 

· Theoretical Perspective: This is important for the students to learn because they are going to be dealing with money in everyday life.  Knowing how to add and subtract is a skill needed when balancing checkbooks, or making sure they received the right amount of cash back when buying something.  This is a skill that will be very useful for the student’s future.  

· Procedure: 
A. Introductory Activity: There will be two sample problems on the board one adding with decimals and the other subtracting with decimals. The students will have to try the problem by themselves at first.  After working on the problem, we will review how to add and subtract with a decimal point.  Then the students will receive two worksheets where they will practice adding and subtracting with decimals.  
B. After reviewing the problems on the worksheet the students will decide if they would like to work by themselves or with someone else.  While deciding the teacher will pass out a worksheet that corresponds with the website. The worksheet is going to have the question and room for the students to do their work out.  Once the students have heard the directions they will then move to a computer where the website will already be loaded or saved as a bookmark. Students will then begin to solve the problems.  
C. Closure

Once Students finish the website they will pass in the handout given to them.  We will discuss as a class how they got their answers and how much money Sawyer had left over.  After having this discussion I will have the class write a paragraph about what they felt was the most challenging part of the problems and what they thought was the trouble-free part of the website. 

D. I would let the students who have difficulties in math use either paper/pencil to help them or a calculator if needed.  

The website and worksheet that are given are also there to help the students who struggle with math. 

E. Homework: For the evaluation I will give the students a homework assignment that involves adding and subtracting decimals.  The student will do the problems at home and then return it the next day. 
A. How/ when will you determine if you have met your objectives?

I will use all aspects of the lesson to determine if the students meet my objectives.  I will look at the very first worksheet they did at the beginning and see the progress they have made by looking at the worksheet for the website and finally the homework they passed in. 
B. My only concern is that if the computers are not working that day I have to make sure I have a back up plan for the students.
