Lesson Plan Outline
· Unit Topic or Theme:  Systems of the body
· Grade: Fifth

· Lesson Topic or Theme:  A trip through the Digestive System

· Lesson Objectives:

· Students will be able to identify the organs involved in the digestion process.  They will know the function of each of these organs.  They will be able to accurately label these organs when given a diagram.

· Students will understand what happens to their food after it enters their mouth.

· Instructional Technique:

· This lesson will be class discussion, lecture, video clips, independent computer work, class discussion as a wrap up, and group work on a worksheet provided.
· Instructional Materials:

· Computers/Internet

· This lesson uses the interactive Digestive System quiz, (insert website here)

· This lesson also uses a video clip which can be found on YouTube.

· Diagram of the digestive organs to be labeled (taken from the following website: (http://bogglesworldesl.com/digestivesystem.htm)

· Evaluative worksheet to go along with the interactive website

· Theoretical Perspective:

· It is important for students to learn about their body.  The digestive system is an important part of their life as everyone has one.  Everyone eats and drinks to provide energy to their body.  It is important that they have an awareness of their digestive system and what makes it function.  They should also be conscious of what happens to that sandwich they ate for lunch or that candy bar they had for a snack.
· Procedure:

· A.  Introductory Activity – To start off the lesson, the teacher should try to gain a better sense of what her students have already learned about the digestive system.  Start by asking questions to gain a better understanding of their knowledge. Examples:  What is the digestive system?  What organs are involved?  Do we know what the jobs of any of these organs are?  How do we take care of our digestive system?
· B.  Step by step

1.  Start by asking the introductory questions.  Use this figure out how much lecture needs to take place before using the website.
2.  Show the YouTube video clip.  It is a short animation but ask students to pay careful attention.  

3.  Next, as a class, using the board, jot down any terms that come to the students’ minds that relate to the digestive system or things they heard in the video.  Once they feel they have compiled everything they know, go back and explain each term.  Add more terms if necessary.  For example, think about the vocabulary they will come across on the website and make sure they are familiar with it.  Answer any questions students have about the topic.
4.  Handout the digestive system evaluation worksheet.  Explain the directions.  Students are to go on to the website, when told to do so, and take the quiz.  They will be asked a question.  Students should read each response and click on which answer they think is correct.  If it is correct, the website will say they got it correct and will lead them to the next question.  On that page, they will also have a chance to learn more information about that body part.  The teacher should encourage them to explore the links provided.  If they choose the incorrect answer, the website will prompt them to try again.  They can go back to the question or click on a link that will help them answer the question.  If they are struggling, the teacher should, again, encourage students to use those external links.  Going along with this, students should keep track on their worksheet.  If they answered the question wrong the first time, they should put a “1” next to the answer they chose and were told they got wrong.  If they answer it wrong for a 2nd time, they should write in a “2” next to the incorrect answer.  They should do this until they get the correct answer.  If students get the correct answer on their first try, they should write a “1” next to the correct answer and move on to the next question.  On the worksheet, they should also indicate (by circling yes or no) if they used the additional links provided to help them answer each question.
5.  After everyone has completed the online portion, students should work in pairs to complete the digestion diagram.  They should think about the order in which the questions were asked and where each organ belongs in the process.
· C.  Closure - In closing this lesson, the teacher should facilitate a class discussion asking questions.  The teacher can ask questions such as:  Which question did you have the most difficulty with?  Which questions were easy?  Were the links helpful?  What organ do you feel is most important in the digestion process? How do you plan to keep your digestive system healthy?

· D.  Adaptations – This lesson is helpful to many diverse learners.  For students who have trouble focusing (ADHD), there are several different activities so they are not just sitting and listening for the entire class period.  For students who have trouble with reading a computer screen, the questions are also printed on the worksheet.  They can first read the worksheet and then just use the website to find out if they are right or wrong.  It could also be beneficial for these students to underline important words within the question.  They will better understand each question that is being asked.  A modification that may need to be made would depend on the number of computers available.  It would be possible to pair the students up to work on the computer.  It would be a little more difficult because students would have to come to a consensus to be able to answer the questions but this encourages communication and social skills.  Each person could still fill out the worksheets.  For ELL students who have limited language, the teacher could pair them with a strong reader in the class.  They could read the questions out loud and the two students could collaborate on the answers.  
· E.  Homework – As a homework assignment, have students write down what they ate for dinner.  Taking what we learned in class, students should write a paragraph explaining what happened to that food.
· Evaluation:

· A.  To determine if students have met the objectives, worksheets will be collected and corrected.  The teacher should look at the number of tries it took the student to answer the question.  The teacher should also look at whether the student used the additional links.  From this, the teacher can deduce who actually tried to answer the questions and who just clicked around until they found the correct answer.  If the student took the time to read through the links and find the answer, then the student was putting in the effort.  Also, the teacher can look at the diagram that students worked on.  This will show if they have a conceptual awareness of where things are located within the body.  By completing the written homework assignment, this will show if students have an understanding of what happens to their food, as stated in the objectives.  If they can accurately explain what process their dinner food went through once it entered the body, then the student understands the digestive system. 
· B.  Concerns I have for teaching this lesson are allowing my students to spend time on the internet.  Each question as external links that students can explore.  They might get side tracked or distracted easily and start surfing the web.  This would take away from the time they spent on my planned lesson.  They can get onto many different websites in a matter of seconds.  Another concern is that I do not provide the students with enough background information before letting them use the website.  They might feel like they do not know enough when trying to answer the questions.
