New STCC course numbers

feature a three-letter course prefix. For example: |

As new course numbers are implemented, corresponding online course descriptions will identify those tha

fulfill MTB distribution requirements at STCC. MTB distribution requirements are denoted throughout this

document as part of the STCC course title, as follows:
