 CRIMINAL JUSTICE CLUB
Article I

Name:

The name of this organization shall be the Criminal Justice Club of Westfield State College.  Henceforth referred to as C.J.C.
Article II

Purpose:

The purpose of the C.J.C. shall be:
1. To promote the gaining of knowledge and general understanding of the criminal justice field.

2. To provide students with an exciting, challenging, and rewarding experience through the C.J.C.

3. To provide students with specific information concerning the numerous and varied fields within the criminal justice system.

4. To provide connections of communication between the college community and the community at large.

5. To conduct programs which will carry out the above purposes.

Article III

Membership:

Section One:  Membership shall be open to all matriculated undergraduate students of the college who have paid their student activities fee for the current semester.
Section Two:  Members are considered active if they show an interest in promoting the purposes of the club, and have the ability to attend club meetings and fund raisers.
Article IV

Officers:
Section One:  The officers of the C.J.C. shall be determined on an as needed basis, with the general structure of president, vice-president, secretary, and treasurer.
Article V
Officer Duties:

Section One:  The president shall be responsible for:
1. Presiding at all the meetings of the club.

2. Assuring regular meetings of the club.

3. All activities of the club.

Section Two:  The vice-President shall presume all the duties of the president in case of absence or resignation.  In addition, he/she shall be a direct aid to the president in the carrying out of his duties.
Section Three:  The Secretary shall keep a detailed record of all activities of the club and be entrusted with all club correspondence.  The Secretary shall take a principle role in dispensation of information relative to the club and all club publicity.

Section Four:  The Treasurer shall be entrusted with the handling of the treasury of the club, in accordance with the guidelines set by the college.

Article VI

Elections
Section One:  In order to establish continuity of leadership in the club, elections for the officers shall be held at the end of the spring semester, or at the written request of two thirds of the club members.
Article VII

Faculty Advisor:

Section One:  The faculty advisor shall be decided by the criminal justice department and be responsible for advising the club on all matters of concern.  Also he/she shall be a member Ex-Officio of all communities formed by the club.
Article VIII

Meetings:

Section One:  Regular meetings shall be held once a week, with special exceptions or prompt to meetings to be requested b the President of the club or a written request by no less then five club members.
Article IX

Amending procedure:
The constitution may be amended by a two-thirds majority vote of the voting members in the club and if approved by the rules and regulations committee of the Student Government Association.
Article X

Removal from Office:

Section One:  Any officer who fails to perform their job to the best of their ability or does not fulfill their duties shall be removed and the club members will hold a new election.
Section Two:  If an advisor is not performing his/her duties he/she may be removed by a two-thirds majority vote of the club members.  The president with majority approval of the club members will appoint his/her replacement.
Article XI

Vacancies:

If an office is vacated for any reason, nominations will be made at least one meeting in advance to fill the vacant positions.  Refer to By-laws for election procedures to fill any vacancy that may occur.
